Selection Criteria
Selection criteria have been adapted from those used by HBBC to allow easy mapping from the Neighbourhood Plan to the HBBC list when/if necessary.
Why is it locally valued?
Historic	It is important to understand an association with a person, event, episode of history, local industry, or social, economic, cultural, or religious development of the area. This might be an illustrative interest (it illustrates an aspect of the area’s past that makes an important contribution to its identity or character), and/or an associative interest (it connects us to people and events that shaped the identity or character of the area).
Evidence	It is an important resource for understanding and learning about the area’s history, enhanced by a significant contemporary or historic record (written, drawn or oral). This might include archaeological interest (it will be the primary source of evidence about the substance and evolution of the area and the people and culture that made it).
Aesthetic	It makes an important contribution to the area because of its design (planned or fortuitous), construction, craftsmanship or decoration. This might be architectural interest (it is a high-quality representation of an architectural period or style, a building of particular use, a technique of building, the use of material, or be the works of a particular important architect or company), and/or artistic interest (it includes artistic endeavour to communicate meaning or use of design (including quality landscape design) to enhance appearance).
	Includes the Historic England national criteria of Representativeness. May be representative of  a particular architectural period, architect, movement, company, or group of its time, for example Quaker, railway, Victorian and industrial.
	Includes the Historic England national criteria of Artistic Interest. An asset with artistic interest exhibiting some degree of creative skill (including sculpture, painting, decoration, advertisements, memorials, gates, railings, door surrounds, finials and signage).
Community	It is perceived as a source of identity, distinctiveness, social interaction, and cohesion, contributing to the ‘collective memory’ of a place. This might include commemorative or symbolic interest, that reflect meanings of a place for people who relate to it. It is important to all or part of the community. It has a social value and may be a source of civic pride.
What makes its local significance special?
Age	Is it particularly old, or of a date that is significant to the local area? This should consider local characteristics distinctive to the type of asset.
Rarity	Is it unusual in the area or a rare survival of something that was once common? For an asset to have a degree of rarity it must exemplify a design, age, pattern, or other quality that is in itself uncommon, either to the locality, borough or wider region. Many assets for example may be of considerable age but may not be particularly rare.
Integrity	Is it largely complete or in near to original condition? To have a degree of integrity the asset should retain a sense of completeness either individually or part of a larger group. The interest of an archaeological site will depend on its level of survival, and those assets which demonstrate the greatest potential for archaeological interest will be considered for inclusion on the list if the evidence base is compelling and a distinct area can be identified.
Landmark Quality	Does it have a visual prominence, and can it be singled out as a landmark within the local scene? Assets considered a ‘local landmark’ are normally aesthetically attractive and dominate the street scene or an important view or vista. An asset with landmark quality is normally seen as a geographical or cultural orientation point.
	Includes the Historic England national criteria of Townscape or Landscape Value. Key landmark buildings or structures and buildings that strongly contribute to a view or roofscape vista. Valued open spaces (including designed landscapes, streets, squares, parks, gardens, amenity and green spaces), walls, fences, railings, street surfaces (including cobbles, setts and grass verges). Street furniture (including signpost, streetlights, benches, post boxes and telephone boxes.
Group Value	Is it part of a group of assets that have a clear historic, aesthetic, or communal association? This relationship can be the result of a deliberate design or accidental, through piecemeal development of the area.
Other	Is there another way you think the asset has a special local value or interest?
Other attributes
Asset Type
Usually, a building or group of buildings, but could also be a monument, site, place (street, park, garden, natural space), landscape (an area defined by visual features or character, e.g., a city centre, village, suburb, or field system).
Sources
The significance of the asset may be informed by a significant written record, for example the Historic Environment Record and published articles. If the asset was identified in the conservation area appraisal, this will help justify inclusion as a local heritage asset, but it does not necessarily mean that it is already listed somewhere.
